Dear Parents and Community Members: 
 
We are pleased to present you with the Annual Education Report (AER), which provides key 
information on the 2022-23 educational progress for James A. Garfield Elementary School. The 
AER addresses the complex reporting information required by federal and state laws. The 
school’s report contains information about student assessment, accountability, and teacher 
quality. If you have any questions about the AER, please contact Principal Jessica Kull at 
kullj@wy.k12.mi.us for assistance.

For the 2023-24 school year, schools were identified based on previous years’ performance using 
definitions and labels as required in the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). A Targeted Support 
and Improvement (TSI) school is one that had at least one underperforming student subgroup in 
2022-23. An Additional Targeted Support (ATS) school is one that had a student subgroup 
performing at the same level as the lowest 5% of all schools in the state in 2021-22. A 
Comprehensive Support and Improvement (CSI) school is one whose performance was in the 
lowest 5% of all schools in the state or had a graduation rate at or below 67% in 2021-22. Some 
schools are not identified with any of these labels. In these cases, no label is given. 
 
James A. Garfield Elementary has not been given one of these labels. 
 
There are several key challenges facing our school related to student proficiency on the M-STEP 
state assessment. Our aggregate data from the past two years demonstrates academic needs in 
all content areas. We have several initiatives in place to address these needs and look forward to 
the success that consistent implementation will bring for our students. At James A. Garfield 
Elementary, we continue to prioritize the work of Professional Learning Communities (PLCs) as a 
vehicle for continuous improvement, intervention, and acceleration for students. Additionally, we 
progress monitor throughout the year utilizing the NWEA MAP assessment, DRA2 reading 
benchmark assessment, and other district assessments. This data is used to differentiate 
instruction for all students and provide opportunities for intervention and acceleration as needed. 
Students who are below grade level in reading receive an Individualized Reading Intervention 
Plan (IRIP) and are identified for Tier 2/Tier 3 interventions through our MTSS process. 
Additionally, we continue to fine-tune our implementation of a district guaranteed and viable 
curriculum which has been adjusted to prioritize key standards in response to COVID-19 learning 
loss. We have also invested significantly in social-emotional learning initiatives including Leader 
in Me and have continued to support learning through the roles of reading interventionist and 
instructional coach. 
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State law requires that we also report additional information.  
 

1. Process for School Assignment: Grades K-5 students residing in the City of Wyandotte are 
assigned elementary buildings in one of two ways: Area of Residency- geographic 
boundaries have been established around each elementary building taking into 
consideration city boundaries, major thoroughfares, railroads, and natural boundaries 
(creeks, rivers, etc.). Limited Open Enrollment- parents may apply for their children to 
attend any District elementary school. Approval for Limited Open Enrollment (LOE) and 
Nonresident Open Enrollment (CHOICE) attendance depends on space availability in the 
selected school and previous reported behavior reports. Students in grades 9-12 living in 
Wyandotte enroll at Roosevelt High School; and in grades 6-8 enroll at Wilson Middle 
School. 
 

2. School Improvement Status: School staff meet regularly in Professional Learning 
Communities to do the work of school improvement as a process of continuous 
improvement. James A. Garfield Elementary School has met all the standards for eligibility 
of a school-wide Title I school. Our academic goals are to improve achievement in 
reading, writing, mathematics, science and social studies. We are also focused on Social 
Emotional Learning for our school community. Additionally, we have dedicated 
instructional aides who assist with targeted intervention in reading and math, a full-time 
reading interventionist who is a certified teacher, and an instructional coach who conducts 
coaching cycles to improve instructional practice. 

 
3. Curriculum: The School District of the City of Wyandotte has implemented the Common 

Core State Standards (CCSS) as its curriculum and our district is continuing the process of 
prioritizing the standards to develop a district guaranteed and viable curriculum in all 
content areas in our PLC work. Currently, district grade level teams, led by teachers, meet 
to update the guaranteed and viable curriculum, pacing, and common formative 
assessments for elementary ELA and mathematics. The CCSS can be found at 
www.corestandards.org. 
 

4. Student Achievement: In order to best understand our students’ achievement and needs, 
James A. Garfield Elementary uses multiple measures of data including several 
standardized and/or nationally normed assessments. All 3rd – 5th Grade students 
participate in M-STEP testing annually. The aggregate results from the 2021-2022 and 
2022-2023 school years are provided in the tables below. Please note that during the 
2021 – 2022 school year, parents were provided with the option to opt their student out 
of testing. A significant portion of students opted out of testing. During the 2022 – 2023 
school year, the M-STEP assessments were completed without the parent opt-out option. 
We continue to see the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on student achievement in 
reading and math and our aggregate data demonstrates a need for improvement in all 
subject areas. We believe in the power of PLCs and look forward to the academic gains 
that will result from professional development and sustained practice.
