Return to In-Person Instruction & Continuity of Services Plan

Under the American Rescue Plan: Elementary and Secondary School Emergency
Relief Il (ARP: ESSER IIl) local districts are required to develop and maintain a
Return to In-Person Instruction and Continuity of Services Plan. This plan outlines
and details the district’s plan for a safe return to, or maintenance of, in-person
instruction and must include information regarding the district’s implementation of the
Center for Disease Control's (CDC’s) most current guidance at the time of
development.

Wyandotte Public Schools deeply values in-person instruction and has implemented
the practices detailed below in order to maintain the in-person learning environment.

The District may make adjustments to this plan in response to information learned
regarding current and future variants of COVID-19 or other communicable disease
and transmission rates in individual buildings, across the district, or if the risk of
severe illness, hospitalization, or death increases. If such adjustments are needed,
the plan will be shared again for public input. The plan will also be reviewed every six
months during the life of the ARP ESSER Ill grant and updates will be completed if
needed. The plan will be shared for public input during those intervals as well.

The district will comply with any and all local, state, and federal
mandates/orders.

Instructional Services

Continuity of |[Elementary (Grades Young 5/Kindergarten-5):

Instructional |Elementary students attend school five full days in-person on Monday,
Services Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday. This mode of instruction
will remain in effect for the remainder of the school year.

Middle School (Grades 6-8):

Middle school students attend school five full days in-person on
Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday. This mode of
instruction will remain in effect for the remainder of the school year.

High School (Grades 9-12):
High school students attend school five full days in-person on
Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday. This mode of
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instruction will remain in effect for the remainder of the school year.

Families who preferred remote learning were given the option to sign up
with virtual learning (formerly known as WAVE) through the school
district. These students will remain in virtual learning until their families
request a change of placement. Changes will be considered at the end
of the semester.

Center-Based Programs:

Center-based students attend school five full days in-person on
Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday. This mode of
instruction will remain in effect for the remainder of the school year.
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WPS works to continuously support the social-emotional and mental
health needs of all students across the district. As such, the District
has contracted services to support students well-being, such as Care

Solace.
Health and Safety Protocols
Covid-19 Testing will not be required but test kits may be offered to families if
Testing provided by the State. Athletic testing will not be required unless

mandated by the MHSAA or a local, state, or federal agency and/or a
sanctioning body.

Cohorting Mixing of student groups will be permitted. The District may consider
temporarily restricting mixing of student groups where feasible as
deemed necessary based on the local conditions.

Face Staff, students, volunteers, and visitors may wish to wear a face covering
Coverings regardless of the current level of community transmission and are
(Masks) supported in doing so. The District will abide by all laws, lawfully

executed order, regulations, etc. pertaining to facial coverings.

Facilities: The District will follow regular cleaning and disinfection procedures.
Cleaning, Additional cleaning and/or disinfection procedures within a classroom,
Disinfecting, [school, or across the district will be implemented as needed based on
Ventilation [local conditions. The District will utilize MERV-13 air filters to improve
ventilation in school buildings.

Additional health and safety
protocols may be implemented as required by the Wayne County Health
Department.
