It is important to note that the fall and winter benchmark targets in this report are taken from
DIBELS 8th Edition benchmark goals for Classic students and from mClass Lectura for Las
huellas students. The mClass Math cut points provided the benchmark goals for Math for all
students in grades Kindergarten and first grade. Student scores are used to determine how
each student is doing in relation to a benchmark goal that is predictive of later reading success.
The benchmark goals are criterion-referenced. Each measure has an empirically established
goal (or benchmark) that changes across time to ensure students' skills are developing in a
manner predictive of continued progress.

DIBELS 8th Edition benchmark goals were last updated by University of Oregon in July 2020.
These updates reflect data from one million students from the 2019-2020 academic year, as
well as two previous validation studies.
